Good Morning, Good People!

T
oday we hear Luke’s version of the Beatitudes 
– four of them – plus four “Woes.” Luke’s 
“Sermon on the Mount” occurs on a fl at plain.  
In the Lucan account, Jesus teaches his dis-

ciples while the crowd listens; remember, in Matthew’s 
account, Jesus taught the crowd.  Luke’s Beatitudes are 
not spiritualized.  Unlike Matthew, Luke talks about the 
“poor”– not just the “poor in spirit” and the “hungry” 
–not just “those who hunger for 
righteousness.”  

 In Luke, Jesus teaches his 
disciples that their discipleship 
involves a direct connection 
with those who are poor, hungry, 
weeping and that his disciples 
will be excluded, insulted and 
denounced because of it.  This 
gospel continues the theme of a 
disciple being a prophet.  

 Our parish’s concern for the 
poor and the generosity we show to the poor through 
our ministry of outreach demonstrates our 
commitment to follow Christ.

LENT 2010

 February 17 is Ash Wednesday.  Please take home a 
bulletin for the times of our liturgies on Ash Wednesday.  
There will be no school that day, so the parking lot will 
be open.

 Lent is the time of direct preparation for the cel-
ebration of Easter.  For the catechumens, it is the time 
when they are “elected” – chosen, to participate in the 

Sacraments of Initiations – Baptism, Confi rmation and 
Eucharist, at the Easter Vigil.  For those of us who have 
already been baptized, Lent is the time when we prepare 
to renew our baptismal promises at Easter. 

 The universal church asks us to examine how we 
are living and modify our behavior so we are more 
aligned with the will of God.  The Church suggests 

that we can grow closer to God 
through prayer, fasting and almsgiv-
ing, the three traditional practices 
of Lent.  As we discern our Lenten 
practice, we need to keep in mind 
the most benefi cial practice will be 
that practice that fi ts our individual 
reality the best. It might not be 
“giving up” something at all.  In fact, 
it might be the direct opposite.  

 If one is anorexic, giving up 
meals really is not God’s will.  
One’s Lenten practice might be 

developing and eating a healthy food plan.  If one is 
absorbed by the computer, spending lengthy time in 
front of a monitor, a Lenten practice might be actually to 
socialize with another person face to face.  To repeat, no 
Lenten practice will make sense unless it is tailored to 
an individual’s specifi c circumstances.  

 We will have a very profound Lent if we take the 
time to determine what we need in our lives at this 
time.

Let us grow closer to God this Lent.

RCIA COMPANIONS NEEDED!

G
od continues to call women and men to our faith.  
And you and I are needed to walk 
with them individually.  

 Approximately four times a year we 
invite people to begin their formal journey 
with our family of faith in RCIA Inquiry.  
After six weeks of informal discussion, we 
share in the Rite of Welcome at the doors 
of our church, and people enter the catechumenate, the next 
period of RCIA.  At that time, companions begin their walk 
with our catechumens as representatives of the parish.  

 To be a companion involves attending two Thursday 
evening RCIA sessions a month, as well as participating in 
rites during weekend Masses, particularly in Lent.  You do not 
need to know theology.  You do need to be willing to meet 
someone, support and pray for them, and make a commit-
ment to walk with them for approximately one year.   

 It really is not possible to minister in RCIA without par-
ish companions.  Our inquirers need you.  Don’t let our wel-
come stop at the door.

 FRIAR FACTOR

COMMUNION OF SAINTS CONNECTION

N
ot all priests are friars. Not all 
friars are priests. Confused? 
You’re not alone.

 In the Catholic Church, presiding at 
the sacraments is distinctively reserved to 
ordained people -- bishops, priests and deacons. 
Those not ordained (that is, most of us) are lay people. Lay 
and ordained -- seems simple enough, right?

 But there’s more. There’s a category commonly called 
“Religious” with a capital “R.” It refers to members of reli-
gious orders -- monks, nuns, friars, sisters, brothers. (For fi ner 
distinctions, google “consecrated life.”) 

 Here’s where it can get confusing: Most priests do not 
belong to any religious order; they’re called “diocesan” priests. 
And some Religious men are ordained, but not all. 

 The word “friar” is derived from the French for “broth-
er,” which is what St. Francis called the men he inspired to 
form a new order. All Franciscan friars are Religious. They all 
make the same vows and wear the same brown Franciscan 
habit. And some are ordained. In common usage in the U.S. to-
day, “friar” usually refers to any member of the order, “Broth-
er” to a lay friar, and “Father” to a friar who is an ordained 
priest. 

 Still confused? Just go back to those fi rst two sentences.
